SICKNESS AND INJURY

PROCEDURE
RATIONALE

· The school is responsible for all pupils from the time of arrival at school to the time of departure.  
· This necessitates that adequate procedures are developed for the care of children, in all aspects of pupil safety and health while they are at school.
· The school will give each pupil the care and attention that a prudent parent would.
PURPOSE
· To provide adequate facilities for all children to be attended to following an accident or sickness at school

· To ensure that basic first aid is administered by staff.

· To provide a book to record all injuries and the attention given

· To establish a telephone contact for all parents where possible and that attention (Doctor / Hospital) can be given to all pupils needing such without undue delay.

· The Principal will ensure that specialised aid is made available in the event that the parents cannot be contacted.

· To ensure that a medical profile is kept for children who have special medical conditions and that each class teacher be aware of this.
GUIDELINES

· All staff are responsible for liaising with the Health Nurse regarding health needs.

· First Aid supplies are budgeted for, and safe storage practises for these are implemented.

· During class teaching hours, the pupil’s teacher assumes responsibility for the care of pupils in the library or staff room area.

· The teacher on duty is responsible for ensuring that all accidents and injuries in the playground are attended to and that parents are made aware of the accident or injury.

· The Duty Teacher will liaise with the principal if an injury requires close examination by a doctor.  The parent will be informed immediately.  If a parent/caregiver cannot be contacted, an ambulance will be called and the child accompanied to the surgery or hospital.

· All injuries that require medical assistance or a parent uplifting a child will be recorded.

· In the event of sickness, if a parent or other caregiver cannot be contacted, the child will be kept in the sick bay area.
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
